Due to Covid, pre registering is advised to assure a time for 
your visit.  Should you arrive without pre-registering, you will be admitted 
only if the hall is not at capacity when you arrive. If prescheduling online is

Winners will be contacted by phone after 3:00 pm on the 5th.   All trees 
must be picked up on Monday, December 6th at Tapley Memorial Hall 
at a prearranged pick up time.  Trees can not be delivered to the winners. 
Winners are also responsible for taking all decorations off the tree, if they 
choose, before moving the tree.  All participants are potential winners so 
please be prepared to say when between 9:00AM and 1:00PM you wish to 
pick up your winnings.  Any winnings not picked up during this time will 
be offered to the runner up.
